Things to consider:
Display methods:
How will your work be displayed? If it’s a canvas or framed work it needs a secure and sturdy string/wire attached to the back. If it’s a poem/story please have you work printed and decide whether it needs to be framed, or how will it attach to the wall? There are a handful of plinths available for displaying work such as books, sculpture, woven work etc. You must supply your own stand if your artwork requires support.

Artist statements:
Alongside each artwork will be a notice telling the viewer about the artist, where they are from, the title of the artwork and the artist statement. While creating your works please consider what you would like printed next to your work.
“An artist's statement (or artist statement) is an artist's written description of their work. The brief verbal representation is for, and in support of, his or her own work to give the viewer understanding. As such it aims to inform, connect with an art context, and present the basis for the work; it is, therefore, didactic, descriptive, or reflective in nature.”
